Ypres - Year 8 Trip

Belgium was one of the best and most interesting
trips I've ever been on. | still can’t believe how
much we crammed into 2 days! I'm excited to share
my experience with you.

| arrived at school, still half asleep around 3:50 am
in the morning. By 4:30am we were on the coach
and heading towards to Dover. As we left the port |
went to the back of the ferry where | could see the
white cliffs of Dover. This was such a symbolic
sight, as during WW1 for returning soldiers and
pilots it meant they were almost home. In France,
we drove past Dunkirk. | felt goosebumps as |
thought about what had happened here all those
years ago.

Our First visit was to the Tyne Cot Cemetery and
memorial to the missing, near Passchendaele in
Belgium. It was an amazing sight to see almost
12,000 white burial grave headstones all lined up,
row after row after row. | thought about all those
brave soldiers who fought for Britain and sadly lost
their lives if it wasn’t for them we would not live like
we do today. Other countries who honour their lost
soldiers here include Canada, Australia and New
Zealand.

Our second stop was to Langemark(German)
cemetery. It is one of only four First Word German
cemeteries in the Flanders region. The German
soldiers are honoured here mostly with a black
marble slab. The atmosphere was very subdued
here compared to the Tyne Cot cemetery and |
think this may be because some may think
Germany were totally to blame for the First World
War, however we have learnt that that is not
altogether true. Miss Johnston then told us that two
British soldiers we accidentally buried here. We
found their graves next to the mass grave.
